Exhibition Proposal

Landscape painting in China is a tradition for more than 2000 years. Its evocative magnificence has inspired scholars and artisans to create works of deep aesthetic, meditative and philosophical importance for centuries. The characteristic style of Chinese landscapes comes from a way of representing perspective which is very different to the Western convention of using diminishing size. This sometimes makes it difficult for Western audiences to appreciate Chinese landscape painting. Meanwhile the Western tradition, largely, is to paint nature "as it is". 

The proposed exhibition title: “Man can only achieve personal harmony in accepting nature and the inevitable” Tao Te Ching, Lao Zi

Master Dong Yang continues to draw on this subject matter in the traditional way using the highest level of calligraphy skills and brush techniques. His landscape paintings are more about the essence than the real and like figments of the artists’ imaginations. All his masterpieces remained a powerful source of inspiration and viewing figments of the artists’ imaginations which contrived in a visual poem. These are more about the essence than the real. 

Exhibition goal

Master Dong Yang debut would provide a special opportunity to show the spiritual importance that landscape painting has always represented for Chinese artists. The exhibition would also explore the spiritual values and resonances, the philosophical and aesthetic notions that have shaped this renowned tradition in Chinese painting. 
The exhibition would present more than 72 paintings which have not been seen in public before. Included in the exhibition are exquisite examples of hanging scrolls hand and fan works.  All items are generously provided by Master Dong Yang for free of charge for the duration of the exhibition including transport and delivery costs. 
The works will be available for the exhibition from 1. February till 5. April 2009 (Please contact me for any other requirements or changes)
All the paintings are framed and will be ready to display until the proposed time given above. The only technical requirements have to be considered during the exhibition the appropriate display on the wall. At the moment there are no existing support materials available but we will give you further information on time.
